Replacing Standard Handle with
Latch/Lock Handle

Handle Disassembly

1. Before removing the standard handle, make
note of current handle direction; the latch/lock
handle must be installed in the same direction.

2. Loosen the handle set screw and remove the
standard handle from valve.

Handle Reassembly

1. Install the detent plate as shown. The relief
on the bottom of the detent plate fits over the
handle stop on the valve body.

2. Align the set screw of the latch/lock handle with the
stem flat (use large flat if stem has two flats).

3. Slide the latch/lock handle down the stem until
the handle rests on the detent plate. The stop lug
should be located in the stop lug recess.

e X, XHL patterns only: Lock pin should be in
lock pin recess or in either side of the stop lug
recess, depending on the direction of the handle.

e XH, XL patterns only: Lock pin should be in one
of the two lock pin recesses.

4. Tighten the set screw to 30 to 35 in.[Ib (3.4 to
4.0 N-m).
5. Test valve and handle for proper operation.
